November Birthstone: Two gems are appropriate for November birthdays - Topaz and Citrine .

Topaz agemstone available in a rich rainbow of colors. Prized for several thousand years in antiquity, all yellow gems in antig-
uity were called topaz.Often confused with citrine quartz (yellow) and smoky quartz (brown), quartz and topaz are separate
and unrelated mineral species. The most prized color of topaz is called Imperial topazafter the Russian Czars of the 1800s and
features a magnificent orange body color with pinkish undertones. Topaz also comes in yellow, pink, purple, orange, and the
many popular blue tones.

TOPAZ CITRINE

Citrine: the other birthstone for November is known as the "healing quartz". This golden gemstone is said to support vitality
and health while encouraging and guiding hope, energy and warmth within the wearer. Citrine can be found in a variety of
shades ranging from pastel yellow to dark brownish orange. It is one of the most affordable of gemstones and plentiful in
nature. Citrine is found most frequently in Brazil, Bolivia, and Spain.

Shop Talk with Mike Hepburn: Flat-Bottom Cabs—There are several ways to get a flat surface for the bottom of a cabochon. If the
cabochon is not very large, a flat surface may be achieved on a grinding wheel by moving the stone up and down and sideways on the
same plane. An easy method is to flatten the stone on a side of the grinding wheel. A third way to produce a nice, flat surface, even on
oversize cabs, is to use a cast iron flat lap and silicon carbide grits.

Basic shapes for jewelry design are the circle, oval, triangle, square, rectangle, and polygons or trapezoids. Designs made from any
combinations of these are endless. An easy way to remove stones from dop sticks is to put them in the freezer for a short time. They
will pop off without leaving sticky stones or bits of wax. Feel free to check us out in the shop on Wednesday mornings or the 2™. And
4™ Thursdays 5-8pm.

Rick Knaggs: Rogue Gem and Geology Club, Rhodonite-Smodonite

I am a novice rock hound, and | am trying to identify rocks and use their proper name. The Rogue Gem and Geology Club have a
rhodonite claim. | wanted to learn about this rock, and | found out the chemical composition is Manganese silicate (MnSiO3). The
(Rick Knaggs contd.) name means rose or rosy red and comes from the ancient Greek word rhodon. | asked one of the Club’s master
rock hounds to show me a piece of rhodonite. He took me out in the Club’s yard and showed me a black rock. I said it didn’t 100k rose
colored to me. He said we had to cut into it to see the rose color. He sawed the rock and half of it was rose colored while the other half
was brown colored. | asked him what he called the brown half of the rock, and he said rhodonite. | said that can’t be right because
rhodonite means rosy. He said that both the rosy and brown portion of the rock had the same chemical composition; therefore, they are
both rhodonite. He went on to say there is white rhodonite, and in British Columbia they just found a purple and green rhodonite. This
is where my head starts hurting. So let me get this straight. If rhodonite comes from the Greek word rhodon, why don’t we use the
Greek word for white (leuk) and call white rhodonite=“leukonite”. Also, why don’t we use the Greek word for brown (kafe) and call
brown rhodonite=kafenite. He said, “That would be too simple.” For example, sometimes geologists/rock hounds use Latin based
words to name rocks. The carnelian agate name is from the Latin word corum which is also a 17" Middle English word also. Not only
is this confusing to me, but my headache is getting bigger. He continued and said, “Sometimes we use modern English words to
describe rocks such as blue, white, red, and green jasper.” In other words, there is no consistency in rock naming.
I now feel that I am in the Abbott and Costello famous skit “Who’s on First, What’s on Second:”
Who names rocks with any consistency?

Answer: no one.
What language is used to name rocks?

Answer: Ancient Greek, Latin, Middle English, modern English, and mostly gibberish.
Why do geologists and rock hounds use such a complex system to name rocks?
Answer: | DON’T KNOW!
I have now found out there is absolutely no consistency in naming rocks. In other words, you geologists and rock hounds are really
weird in naming rocks and | have no chance in heck of learning rock names.

FYI. Fakes, Forgeries and Misrepresentations

Green Quartz
Green quartz can be produced in the lab by a modification
of the process used to manufacture large, high quality
quartz crystals for electronics applications. The
process involves heating the quartz with water under
high pressure. This causes the quartz to recrystallize. If
other substances are present these might be included
into the new crystals. For example inclusion of chromium
can result in deep green quartz. So, existing quartz
clusters (often with damaged crystal tips because these
clusters are essentially worthless) are heated with water
under high pressure, producing clusters with new deep
green tips. These tips have a characteristic etched or
stepped growth pattern. The material is lab-grown and
not produced in any mine, despite what some dealers
might want you to believe.

Fossils from Morocco

If a fossil specimen from Morocco looks too good to be true, it is. Morocco

is the CAPITAL of fake fossil specimens and while certainly not all of their fossils are
faked, a good many of them are constructed out of polished specimens, resin, clay,
matchsticks and anything else they can use to make some convincing

looking fossils. Even professionals get fooled. What can you do to protect yourself?
Not much, I'm afraid.

Brightly Colored Obsidian

Obsidian has always been one of the mainstays of the mineral community, with
countless Obsidian arrowheads, "Apache tears" and other Obsidian items finding
their way into the hands of kids around North America each summer. Obsidian
comes in black, brown, gray and several combinations such as white and black :
"Snowflake" obsidian and brown and black "Mahogany" obsidian. What it DOES NOT come in is brightly colored reds, blues, greens
and the like sold by metaphysical dealers and scam artists. | can assure you that most all colored obsidians are actually slag glass.
